Interim permits are valid for
no longer than six months. To qualify for an intepermit, the examination applicant must meet tlewing requirements:

Completedapplication with the $75 application fee and $30 Requestriterim Permit fee.

Completed fingerprints.

Check box on second page if requesting fierim Permit.

Submit acopy of your license or diploma that allows you to practice professlanasing in your country.

An evaluator from the Board of Nursing may send gaopy of the transcripts that they have receiveallesting you to get it translated if necessafgu must have it translated
in English by an official translator. The Englishrislation of the transcript must then be senhéoBoard.

Your education must meet the requirementsfor California licensure. If any deficiencies areidentified, you must complete the course work prior to being found dligible
to takethe NCLEX.

Note: You will be allowed three years to fulfill any deficiencies; after three years, your application will be destroyed. Once you have been deemed eligible to take the NCLEX, your
application will remain active for two years; after two years, it will be destroyed.

4. NCLEX Examination - The Board will evaluate your application andioifind eligible, you will be provided an NCLEX-RNa@didate Bulletin with instructions regarding the
fee and registration procedures for Computerizedpigie Testing (CAT). The fee for taking the NCLEX of January 2010 is $200. The Board recommendsvgit until being
found eligible by the Board before registering viltle testing service for CAT, as an “AuthorizattonTest” form will be issued that will be valid farlimited period of time.
Included in the “Authorization to Test” will be &1 of test centers.
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
